2062, described as “... final reports of the Allegheny County Coroner's
Office Inquisition. Significant items include the reports of the cause of
death of seven men involved in the Railroad riots of July 22, 1877.”
There are additional reports from 1877, although many files are
missing. Also included in the manuscript collection are two reports
from 1871 and two from 1878, all of which have been abstracted.

The heading of each inquest contains the file number (probably
indicating the order of the inquest within the year), place of the inquest
and date of the inquest. The abstracts following contain the original
spellings (with capitalization) and punctuation.

his congregation was founded on May 8, 1884 as the

Brockwayville Presbyterian Church. The name of the town and
the church was shortened to Brockway in 1925. The eleven charter
members were: Mrs. S. M. Niver, Mrs. Mary Curry, Mrs. Amelia
Smith, Mrs. Sophia Morrison, Mrs. Matilda Keys, Mrs. Elizabeth
Berkhouse, John Atwell and his wife Susan, all from Beechwoods
Presbyterian Church, and John Cochran and his wife Mary and son
Frank Cochran, from the Richardsville Presbyterian Church. The small
congregation met at several locations in town, and on September 9,
1888 dedicated its first church building. This served the needs of the
congregation until the present church building was dedicated in 1964,
The admissions to membership and a few dismissals are taken from
the first two records books. These are held at the Brockway
Presbyterian Church, 8§17 Main St., Brockway, Pennsylvania.

Pennsylvania in 1911 by Harry C. Stewart upon the death of his
father, Richard D. Stewart, who was the Hookstown funeral director
and embalmer before him. In addition to the funeral home, Harry also
operated a Ford dealership in the early days.

About 1951, Harry sold his business to John E. Welch and it was
renamed the John E. Welch Funeral Home. When Mr. Welch’s son,
James took over the business, it was renamed the James A. Welch
Funeral Home. We have James to thank for providing these records.
In 2010, the funeral home at 447 Pine Street, Hookstown, was re-
named the McConnell Funeral Home.
