ew Castle College, chartered in 1873, operated in the City of New
- N Castle from 1872-1881. Under the leadership of A. E. Lee, its opening
curriculum was designed so that a student took only one course at a time. The
program was subsequently revised to permit a student to pursue three courses
during an academic term. Enrollment was 75 during the institution’s first
year of operation. It rose to 302 during 1875-76, the only year for which a
catalogue is available. Course listings included science, philosophy, ancient
and modern languages, music, painting, drawing, book-keeping and normal
training (the preparation of elementary school teachers).

“Imparting moral principles is regarded as an essential element of its
training, yet the College is strictly non-sectarian and is designed for all
classes of students, both ladies and gentlemen, of good character” was the
College’s mission statement. Some unique features in the institution’s
charter:

it was for a term of only twenty years

the capital stock was not to be divided into shares

there were to be no subscribers to the capital stock

expenses were to be defrayed through contribution and the fees
assessed the students.

Speaking of fees, tuition averaged $1 per week in 1877. The United States
Commissioner of Education classified New Castle College as a secondary

school. The names of the trustees listed in court house records appear below.
All of them resided in New Castle. The reader should bear in mind the
difficulty in transcribing deteriorating hand written records.

! I 'he Mahoning congregation was first occupied as a preaching
station in 1809 and continued as such about nineteen years. In
1828 it was organized as a congregation, and the first officers

elected, namely, William McCreery and Hugh Hamilton. (from History
of Indiana County, Penna. Newark, Ohio: Caldwell, 1880.)

Although the treasurer’s book is titled 1834, it was evidently used to
record contributions from the members for a period of years. No other
dates are given, so it is impossible to determine exactly when the
following were members of the congregation.
